Class Description: 
This class will allow the student to look at more specific aspects of theatre. Students will 
work individually and in groups on stage directions, character analysis and motivation, 
improvisations, script reading, critique, and script writing.  

Goals:

Grading Criteria: 
50% of the grade will be based on willingness to participate, positive attitude and effort, 
and showing respect for classmates and class environment. 
30% of the grade is based on participation in projects and performances. 
20% of the grade is based on completed homework assignments, and quiz and test grades  

Materials: 
Students will need a pen or pencil and a 3-Ring Binder and paper, or a spiral notebook, 
and glue sticks for keeping handouts, taking notes in class, rough drafts for script writing, 
and journal entries. 
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
